* RTD activities pay more and more attention to
incorporate policy relevant topics

* Dedicated structures are established in RTD
project with presence of decision makers

* However, the experience shows that this
interrelationship is not as effective as it could be

* This is certainly the case with respect to the
implementation of the WFD, where a lot of
knowledge could be useful in the implementation
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Problems in interfacing |[sitiEs:

* There is a lack of transfer mechanisms to allow
passing the relevant information to the
stakeholders or policy makers

* Stakeholders and policy makers do not have the
time and/or capacity to ‘translate’ the research
results into policy

« Stakeholders and policy makers even simply
lack access to the research information

* Researchers often speak a ‘different language’
that is not always (correctly) understood by the
policy makers (and vice versa)
